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This presentation will explore the evolution of 

stormwater fees enacted by local governments in the United States over the past 

50 years.  While underscoring the strong influence that federal and state regulation 

of municipal stormwater water systems has played in popularizing stormwater fees 

among local governments in the United States, the research presented in this 

presentation also highlights the crucial role that state-level legislation, judicial 

decisions, and other factors have on expanding or contracting the options local 

governments have with respect to financing stormwater management.
