The climate and terrain of Alaska varies enormously from place to place, so be prepared for a

wide range of conditions. Most of you will fly in small aircraft holding between 4-30 passengers.



Be sure to dress appropriately for weather conditions as village destinations do not have
facilities to shelter passengers or their belongings.

Many villages do not permit alcohol. Please call ahead to the regional hub to inquire about local
rules and restrictions regarding alcohol transport and consumption.

In most cases, carry-on baggage is not allowed. Be prepared to consolidate your belongings if
necessary.

Upon arrival be sure to identify the village agent. Simply ask your pilot or a local resident, “Who
is the village agent and how do | reach them?” This is very important as the village agent will be
checking you in and providing updates on the status of your return flight.

All baggage is subject to load restrictions. Baggage that cannot be accommodated on your flight
will be transported on the next available flight.
